Technology tools as
well as policy and program partnerships with the government have been key to scaling its impact in a sustainable and
inclusive manner.

LGT VP is committed to the protection and regeneration of ecosystems by focusing on scalable terrestrial and marine
conservation models with a strong component of Natural Climate Solutions that are embedded in the local community.
Oliver Karius, CEO of LGT VP shared, “With an integrated model for creating systems-level impact, FES’s work is vital to
restoring degraded ecosystems while empowering communities to be the stewards of change and benefit from improved
livelihoods.
